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	Spellings need to be practised at least four times per week by using the ‘Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check’ method.

Homework:  Each week children are expected to write a minimum of five sentences using their weekly spelling words. Home spelling books must be handed in every Thursday to be marked. 
It is the expectation that children identify and research the definition of words they are unsure of in order to complete their sentences. 
Spelling tests will be every Friday. At the end of each term, children will be tested on a selection of the term’s spellings.

	This term we have left two blank spaces each week, to encourage children to add their own commonly misspelt words.
