4) Starting School Dates and Times — At the beginning of July, we will send a letter via
email detailing your child(ren)’s starting dates and times. They will be in school part
time for the first two weeks of term to allow them time to settle.

We would also like to arrange a phone call to talk to you directly about your child and
their needs. Unfortunately, we are unable to do this face to face at present. Please
expect a phone call from Mrs. Kearton, who will be your child’'s Reception teacher.
